Audit Measure for Virtual Courses
Membership will be audited using weekly two-way interaction between the pupil and the mentor, OR via use of one of the “shortcut” methods. The shortcut method for 50% blended virtual courses is physical attendance in the blended classroom recorded by the teacher of record, on the count day, or within the 10/30 day rule (physical attendance may only be used if the course is scheduled for at least 50% seated instructional hours over the term [note: 2 days per week is not enough to meet 50%]). The shortcut method for 100% virtual courses is completion of a course activity in each virtual course ON THE COUNT DAY. District must be able to produce a system report showing the pupil’s name, course name, type of activity, and date/time it was completed if this shortcut used. If two-way interaction used, the mentor may incorporate all virtual courses into a single weekly summary for each week of the 4-week tracking period.
